Senior Scholarship
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The DeKalb County Farm Bureau (DCFB) endeavors to recognize students for their academic, school and community performance while in high school.  The recognition is in the form of a scholarship to the student’s post-secondary school of choice.  The Farm Bureau recognizes the value of education and the contributions students will make to society following successful completion of their formal education.

To apply for the Farm Bureau scholarship, a student must:

· Be a high school senior.

· Be a member of a family that has been an M (voting) or A+ (Associate Plus) member in good standing of the DCFB continuously since Sept. 1, 2010.  

· In the fall of 2012 plan to enroll in an accredited two- or four-year college, university or vocational-technical school.  Applicants may pursue any field of interest.

The scholarship total amount will be $1,200.  The award will be applied toward tuition and fees, room, board, books and course supplies and fees.

The application must be completed in its entirety and all related academic history requested must be delivered to the DCFB by the deadline.

There are three ways to apply:

· Download the form (dekalbfarmbureau.org), fill out electronically, print and mail/deliver completed form to DCFB (cannot be submitted electronically).
· Typed (cutting & pasting from a computer printout is permitted).

· If hand-written, use black ink and please print.  Illegible applications may be rejected.
It is the applicant’s responsibility to see that academic information required to be provided by the high school is either included with the application or delivered/sent by the high school by the deadline.

An impartial selection committee composed of Farm Bureau members selects the recipients soon after the application deadline, usually by the end of March.  In evaluating the applications, the committee will ensure applicants first meet all of the eligibility requirements and then consider the content of the applications.  The evaluation criteria will include academic performance and test scores (50%), school activities and leadership experience (25%) and involvement in non-school community activities (25%).  Preference will be given to those activities related to agriculture.  The awards will not be based on financial need.

Upon being awarded a scholarship, a recipient must:

· Enroll as a full-time (minimum 12 credit hours) student for both fall and spring semesters.

· Provide a statement attesting to the enrollment before payment is made.

· Maintain a membership in the DCFB.

· Provide a picture and release for publicity.

All scholarship awards will be sent directly to the recipient’s school to be applied toward college costs.  A check for the total award ($1,200) will be sent before August 2012.
Application deadline is 
5 p.m., Friday, March 2, 2012.  If not hand-delivered, the applications must be post-marked no later than March 2, 2012.
