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Meeting the Illinois Learning Standards 

FROM COW TO ICE CREAM - 2nd Grade

To further assist teachers, we have correlated concepts to be covered during the FROM COW TO ICE CREAM presentation to the Illinois Learning Standards outlined below.  Classroom discussion and activities before and after your presentation will help to reinforce concepts and skills.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE ARTS
State Goal 4:
Listen and speak effectively in a variety of situations.

Learning Standard 4.A.
Listen effectively in formal and informal situations.

Students listen and follow step-by-step directions in order to make their own ice cream. 

MATHEMATICS

State Goal 7:
Estimate, make, and use measurements of objects, quantities, and relationships and determine acceptable levels of accuracy.

Learning Standard 7.A.
Measure and compare quantities using appropriate units, instruments, and methods.

Students learn how to use measuring cups and spoons to measure the proper amount of ingredients to make ice cream.
SCIENCE
State Goal 12:
Understand the fundamental concepts, principals and interconnections of the life, physical and earth/space sciences.

Learning Standard 12.A.
Know and apply concepts that explain how living things function, adapt and change.

Students learn that there are several breeds of dairy cattle that are distinguishable by color, size, and milk production.
Learning Standard 12.B.
Know and apply concepts that describe how living things interact with each other and with their environment.

Students learn that a cow must have a calf in order to produce milk, and that the calf must have milk and later, feed, to survive.  Students also learn that we depend living things(in this case, dairy cows(for our own health and survival.
PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT AND HEALTH

Understand principles of health promotion and the prevention and treatment of illness and injury.

Learning Standard 22.A.
Explain the basic principles of health promotion, illness prevention and safety.

State Goal 23:
Understand human body systems and factors that influence growth and development.

Learning Standard 23.B.
Explain the effects of health-related actions on the body systems.

Students learn the benefits of a healthy, well-balanced diet.  Using dairy products as an example, they learn the components of a healthy diet and how specific foods give them energy and help their bodies grow and function.
