ENGLISH LANGUAGE ARTS
State Goal 1:
Read with understanding and fluency.

Learning Standard 1.B.
Apply reading strategies to improve understanding and fluency.

Learning Standard 1.C.
Comprehend a broad range of reading materials.
Students take turns reading tags that describe how different products from corn are used to make many items we use in everyday life.


State Goal 4:
Listen and speak effectively in a variety of situations.

Learning Standard 4.A.
Listen effectively in formal and informal situations.

Students listen and follow step-by-step directions in order to create a model corn stalk.
SCIENCE
State Goal 12:
Understand the fundamental concepts, principles, and interconnections of the life, physical, and earth/space sciences.


Learning Standard 12.B.
Know and apply concepts that describe how living things interact with each other and with their environment.


Students learn about the life cycle of a corn plant.

State Goal 13:
Understand the relationships among science, technology and society in historical and contemporary contexts.

Learning Standard 13.B.
Know and apply concepts that describe the interaction between science, technology and society.

Students learn that through science and technology, a wide variety of everyday food and non-food products can be produced from corn.  Society benefits from the existence of such products as dextrose used in medications, corn syrup used in many foods, and ethanol, an environmentally-friendly fuel.

State Goal 17:
Understand world geography and the effects of geography on society, with an emphasis on the United States.

Learning Standard 17.C.
Understand relationships between geographic factors and society.

Students learn that northern Illinois has the ideal soil resources and climatological conditions to grow corn and other field crops.  Because of this, much of the economic activity in our area remains primarily agricultural in nature.
