Meeting the Illinois Learning Standards
LET(S PLAY BALL - 4th Grade

To further assist teachers, we have correlated concepts to be covered during the LET’S PLAY BALL presentation to the Illinois Learning Standards outlined below.  Classroom discussion and activities before and after your presentationwill help to reinforce concepts and skills.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE ARTS
State Goal 1:
Read with understanding and fluency.

Learning Standard 1.B.
Apply reading strategies to improve understanding and fluency.

Learning Standard 1.C.
Comprehend a broad range of reading materials.

State Goal 4:
Listen and speak effectively in a variety of situations.

Learning Standard 4.A.
Listen effectively in formal and informal situations.

Learning Standard 4.B.
Speak effectively using language appropriate to the situation and audience.

Students work in teams to discover how various baseball game-related items are made from agricultural products.  They will take turns reading factual (clue cards( aloud and, where possible, students will also read and interpret product ingredient labels.  They will then use the information gleaned to identify the farm origins of a set of items.
SCIENCE
State Goal 13:
Understand the relationships among science, technology and society in historical and contemporary contexts.

Learning Standard 13.B.
Know and apply concepts that describe the interaction between science, technology and society.

Students learn that through science and technology, farm products such as corn, soybeans, cattle and hogs are utilized to produce many of the products we depend on every day.  A baseball game would be impossible without wood from the lumber industry, leather from cattle, and food produced from crops and livestock such as cotton, wheat and hogs.
SOCIAL SCIENCE

Understand economic systems, with an emphasis on the United States

Understand how different economic systems operate in the exchange, production, distribution, and consumption of goods and services.

State Goal 17:
Understand world geography and the effects of geography on society, with an emphasis on the United States.

Understand relationships between geographic factors and society.

Students learn about common items that are used or consumed during a sporting event such as a baseball game, and that the many farm products used to make those items are produced in different parts of the country and the world.
