agriculture – the science of growing crops and raising livestock to produce food, clothing, and other products useful and necessary to mankind

biodegradable – term used to describe something that will break down into its basic components in nature

by-product – material derived during the manufacture of something else; sometimes known as co-products.  Dried distillers grains are a by-product or co-product of ethanol production

corn oil – oil extracted from the kernels of field corn; used in cooking and in products such as margarine and salad dressing

corn syrup – created by processing corn starch and used to sweeten many foods

corn starch – white powdery substance derived from corn kernels; used in many food products, in paper, and to make ethanol

cotton – soft fiber that grows around the seeds of the cotton plant; used in many fabrics and to make currency paper

crops – plants that are grown and harvested to become food and other products for people and animals

ethanol – also known as ethyl alcohol, ethanol is produced from corn to be used as a fuel and in products such as glass cleaner and hand sanitizer

fatty acids – basic chemical components of animal or plant fats; used in personal care items and many plastics


field corn – type of corn grown to feed livestock or processed into its various components to be used in food and other products; also known as dent corn

gelatin – clear, jelly-like protein obtained from animal tissues such as bone and skin

ingredient – something that is part of a mixture; for example, flour is an ingredient in cookies

kernel – the seeds of a corn plant

livestock – farm animals raised to produce food such as milk or meat

popcorn – type of corn that pops when heated due to moisture trapped within a tough outer hull

processing – subjecting a raw product to various steps to create a new product or products; milk is processed to make cheese

soy lecithin – oily substance extracted from soybeans and used as a stabilizer in chocolate; also used as a dietary supplement

sweet corn – type of corn high in natural sugar content grown to be eaten fresh, frozen, or canned

tallow – beef fat; used to make soap and other products

wool – fiber sheared from sheep and used to make yarns for wool fabric
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
