1. Designs must be submitted on regular 8%” x 11" white paper.

2. All designs MUST be horizontal/landscape ( [1). Vertical designs will not be considered for final placing.
3. Designs may be created using marker, paint, colored pencil, ink, or crayons.
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. Each entry should include a legible design entry form (provided). Attach the form to the back of the entry
with tape so it may be easily removed. No glue, staples, or paper clips, please.

5. Teachers are asked to complete and submit a class entry form (provided) with their students’ designs.
(Forms are available at www.dekalbfarmbureau.org.)

6. Submit only one entry per student.
7. Students’ names should not appear on the front of entries.

8. A minimum of 10 entries must be submitted per class. (Classes that have fewer than 10 students may enter —
please make a note of actual class size on the class entry form.)

9. In the interest of fairness, designs should be completed in the classroom.

10. Original entries will be returned at the conclusion of the contest. However, all designs become the property
of the DeKalb County Farm Bureau and may be used for purposes of promotion, etc.
